The February gathering saw the commissioning of Jill Fletcher and Chad Teschward as the Lay Directors for the next walks,
which will be held in May this year. What a wonderful way to start the year. Put in date claimers for the 23-26 May for the
Men’s Walk and 30 May-2 June for the Women’s Walk, both Walks are to be held at Glendalough Outdoor Education
Centre, Peregian.

As Michelle shared at the end of last year, we held a special event, "'Why Emmaus’ in October 2023. During that event we
were able to explore the purpose of Emmaus Ministries and why we as a Community would choose to run these
ministries. In reflecting on what to share with you at the start of this year, | believe it is worth starting the year revisiting
the purpose of Emmaus Ministries. A good place to begin is with the Emmaus objective, taken from the national home
page; Our objective is to inspire, challenge, and equip local church members for Christian action in their homes, churches,
communities and places of work.

May we all participate to ensure
that our church (Emmaus Community) truly is the Body of Christ, proclaiming the word, being Christian Community and
serving the world by sharing the love that only comes from God.

As we prepare for the next walks for our community, | urge you to prayerfully consider sponsorship. Who from your
church or circle of friends is being placed on your heart to approach to be on an Emmaus walk?
